Association is obligated to the extent of covered claims existing prior to the determination of insolvency, and arising within 30 days thereafter.  Covered claim shall not include any claim filed with the association after the final date set by the court for the filing of claims against the receiver of the insolvent insurer.

(i) Any amount in excess of the applicable limits of coverage provided by an insurance policy to which this article applies; nor (ii)  any amount due any reinsurer, insurer, insurance pool, or underwriting association, as subrogation recoveries or otherwise.
CLAIMS COVERED BY OTHER INSURANCE AND OTHER GUARANTY ASSOCIATIONS
Any person having a claim against an insurer under any provision in an insurance policy other than a policy of an insolvent insurer, which is also a covered claim, shall be required to exhaust first his right under any such policy.  Any amount payable on a covered claim shall be reduced by the amount of any recovery under such insurance policy.  Any person having a claim which may be covered by more than one guaranty association shall seek recovery first from the association of the place of residence of the insured, except that if it is a first party claim for damage to property with a permanent location, he shall seek recovery first from the association of the location of the property.  Any recovery made from this association shall be reduced by the amount of the recovery from any other association

MISCELLANEOUS
Insolvent insurer defined as licensed insurer against which an order of liquidation with a finding of insolvency has been entered by a court of competent jurisdiction.

Association is a nonprofit, unincorporated legal entity.

Notice of claims to the receiver of the insolvent insurer shall be deemed to be notice to the association. 

Expenses of the association in handling claims shall be accorded the same priority as the liquidator's expenses.

No cause of action shall arise against any member insurer, the association or agents or employees, the board of directors, or the commissioner or his representatives for any action taken pursuant to this statute.

All proceedings against an insolvent insurer or any party to be defended by an insolvent insurer shall be stayed for up to six months from the date insolvency is determined or such additional time as may be determined by a court.
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
